We also quickly learned that the factors affecting a sail are not constant.  We had to battle shifts in wind, lack of wind, currents and other elements of nature.  There were crab pots, many other boating vessels, which added flavor to our endeavors.  It was enlightening and frustrating and exciting.


The weekend experience was not limited to just sailing.  We were fortunate to meet up with our fellow UANAI sailors for some relaxing social activity.  The post Saturday class festivities started on Pyxis, David and Lisa Sembrot’s boat.  Joining in the fun was Tsyhanka, Natalka and Oleh Bobak’s, sailboat.  The boat festivities proceeded to move onshore, where the group took in the nautical atmosphere of the quaint capitol of Annapolis.  The local seafood fare was unrivaled, not to mention other wonderful delicacies and specialties of Annapolis.  An evening filled with camaraderie, funny stories, and much laughter, was had by all. �

Sailing and Camaraderie: 


The Story of UANAI

Over thirteen years ago, a group of friends gathered in the warmth of the Caribbean to escape the brutal winds of winter and attempt some sailing.  It was during this trip that this group bore the idea of a recreational organization created for Ukrainian sailing and boating enthusiasts.  The casual conversation focused on potential opportunities of learning sailing skills and teaching others, of sailing worldwide, and of meeting other like-minded Ukrainians with whom one can share such a passion.  In 1993, such an organization was created and incorporated – the Ukrainian American Nautical Association, Inc. (“U.A.N.A.I.”).


Over the years, UANAI has grown as an organization.  Its membership has expanded to over 75 members and associate members; its activities have evolved; and its geographic concentration for trips has spread all over the world. UANAI sails have been held in a wide range of locales: the Caribbean, Chesapeake Bay, Florida, the Hudson River, as well as on the Great Lakes. The trips graduated to European destinations such as Greece, Turkey, Spain, and Croatia.  These sailing trips have afforded its participants such unique experiences: a total eclipse of the sun at mid-day off the coast of Guadeloupe, trekking through a rainforest in Nevis, visiting ancient ruins of Byzantium in Turkey, being surrounded by the bleached white houses of the Corfu coast, hearing whale spouts on the horizon, swimming along side a school of dolphins, and snorkeling in the most blue and clear waters imaginable.  These are just a smidgen of the things UANAI members have encountered.


Despite the evolution and growth of the organization, the mission and objectives of UANAI have remained the same.  Sailing excursions focus not only on relaxation and enjoyment, but provide numerous opportunities for the development of both nautical and interpersonal skills.  For those sailing for the first time, there is the opportunity to learn about basic boat handling and safety.  Exciting for the sailing novice is the experience of the gentle rocking of a boat for the first time, the sensation of feeling a yacht glide under sail with no motor, and the immersion in a beautiful environment and, at times, a different culture.  For the experienced sailors, there is opportunity to expand skills, organize and chart trips, experience new conditions and challenges, as well as pass along their knowledge to a new group of enthusiasts.  Through its activities, UANAI has staged the forum for experienced sailors to become skippers, captain boats that range from 36 to 51 feet, which include known sailboat makers such as Hunters, Catalina’s and Beneteau’s.  Both experienced and novice sailors get first hand experience at tackling changing sailing conditions, shifting winds, stubborn currents, and even downpours.  They begin to gain knowledge to master anchoring, mooring and docking.  And just when they think they’re mastered such concepts, an amusing wrench gets thrown in, such as docking bow first along a concrete wall in Greece.  That’s what makes sailing continuously exciting.


UANAI’s attributes are not limited to only the technical aspects of sailing.  The organization also cultivates the atmosphere for social interaction and sheer enjoyment.  Imagine digging one’s feet into the warm sand, overlooking crystal blue waters, while sitting in a hammock, sharing tropical drinks.  On the regional sails, the boats raft up together, exchanging everything from kobanosi to prepared meals, while blaring music, kicking back and watching the sunset.  The groups have even managed to experiment with kolomeyki in the galley of the boat.  The sailing trips promote much energy, enjoyment, and true friendship among its participants.


All UANAI trips are planned by volunteer members and are bareboat charters, which mean that members fill the roles of captain, cook, and crew. During each trip, all crew members share the responsibilities on the boat, from hauling lines to working the helm, preparing meals and keeping the vessel in a general state of cleanliness. The development of sailing skills is actively encouraged and is a hands-on experience.  The best part of each sail for many UANAI members is the social interaction among Ukrainian Americans whose paths might not have otherwise crossed. The group is diverse in many ways: age, marital status, religious affiliation, youth group affiliation, and geographic location (from Toronto to Florida to California).  Living cooperatively in the kind of tight quarters that can only be found on a boat while sailing and has fostered friendships (and even some marriages) that might not otherwise have been formed in the ordinary course of Ukrainian American life. This, in turn, has led to many meaningful dialogues and interactions in the broader community context.


Upcoming sailing adventures being organized by UANAI include: Farewell to Summer, on the Chesapeake Bay, Sept 15-17, 2006 and Caribbean Regatta, starting in St. Martin, March 10-17, 2007.


UANAI welcomes all interested Ukrainian boating and sailing enthusiasts.  UANAI is a non-profit organization, which publishes newsletters and organizes various regional, national and international sailing trips. Summary of Sailing Courses

Sailing is the skillful art of controlling the motion of a sailboat across a body of water. For UANAI, sailing is wonderful, recreational activity pursued for the joy of being on the water.  Sailing becomes much more interesting when participants expand their knowledge and pursue the mastery of the skills needed to maneuver a sailboat in varying sea and wind conditions. Such knowledge can be gained through hands-on experience, as well as enhanced quickly with sailing classes.  


One of the premier sailing organizations in the United States, the American Sailing Association (“ASA”) has proposed and standardizes sailing courses.  This is a good starting point for looking into sailing classes.  Descriptions of their courses, certifications, learned sailing concepts and skills are listed below.


Many sailing schools also offer specialized sailing classes: docking, engine repair, even classes to practice your sailing techniques.  Check with your local facility.


We encourage all sailing enthusiasts to consider taking sailing courses.  Along with course descriptions, we’ve included potential sailing schools in your area.  Don’t make excuses.  Start sailing!

Communicating through International Code Flags

For over 150 years, the International Maritime Signal Flag System has been used to send messages between two ships or between ship and shore. Even in these days of radio and satellite communications, the U.S. Navy uses the flags and pennants for visual signaling and to communicate while maintaining radio silence. Navy Signalmen transmit messages by hoisting a flag or a series of flags on a halyard. Each side of the ship has halyards and a "flag bag", containing a full set of signal flags. 


International code flags, also called signaling flags, are a set of flags of different colors, shapes and markings, which are used singly or in combinations to convey different meanings. Signal flags consist of a set of 26 different square flags each representing a particular letter of the alphabet plus 10 pendants representing the numbers 0 to 9. With these 36 nautical signal flags, any message can be spelled out for all to see. Only a few colors can be readily distinguished at sea. These are: red, blue, yellow, black, and white; and these cannot be mixed indiscriminately. The flags shown are red and white, yellow and blue, blue and white, or black and white; besides plain red, white, and blue.


One-flag signals are urgent or very common signals. Two-flag signals are mostly distress and maneuvering signals. Three-flag signals are for points of the compass, relative bearings, standard times, verbs, punctuation, and also general code and decode signals. Four-flags are used for geographical signals, names of ships, bearings, etc. Five-flag signals are those relating to time and position. Six-flag signals are used when necessary to indicate north or south or east or west in latitude and longitude signals. Seven-flags are for longitude signals containing more than one hundred degrees.

DRESSING A SHIP 


On national holidays, at regattas, and on other special occasions, yachts often "dress ship" with International Code of Signal Flags. The ship is dressed at 0800, and remains dressed until evening colors (at anchor only, except for a vessel's maiden and final voyages, and participation in a marine parade or other unique situation). In dressing ship, the national ensign is hoisted at the stern staff (and the Union Jack may be displayed at the jack (bow) staff on government vessels). A rainbow of flags of the International Code flags are arranged from the water line forward to the water line aft, by way of the bowsprit end (or stem if there's no bowsprit) and the masthead(s). Flags and pennants are bent on alternately, rather than in any indiscriminate manner. Since there are twice as many letter flags as numeral pennants, it is good practice, as in the Navy, to follow a sequence of two flags, one pennant, two flags, one pennant, throughout. The sequence recommended here provides a harmonious color pattern throughout: Starting from forward: AB2, UJ1, KE3, GH6, IV5, FL4, DM7, PO Third Repeater, RN First Repeater, ST Zero, CX9, WQ8, ZY Second Repeater.

Book Review: “An Embarrassment of Mangoes – A Caribbean Interlude” by Ann Vanderhoof

Head off on the ultimate of gray winter dreams with a husband and wife sailing team of Steve Manley and Ann Vanderhoof as they live out the adventure of a lifetime – taking 2 years off from the “real world.”  An Embarrassment of Mangoes chronicles the sailing couple from Toronto to the Caribbean and back on their 2 year adventure.  





The reader gains insight into the author’s excitement, anxieties and triumphs as the couple works their way through the locks into the Hudson River to New York City, through the Chesapeake, off the southern U.S. coast all the way through the Caribbean to Trinidad and back.  The adventures include outrunning hurricane season, meeting local islanders and becoming part of their family, drinking with the “Minister of Rum” in many ports of call and building relationships with other cruisers in the area.  Throughout the two years, the author focuses on enhancing her sailing adventure with building her cooking repertoire.  Vanderhoof shares with her readers some of the recipes that she learns from the many friends she meets -- whether locals or cruisers.  She learns to maximize the limited cooking and storage capacity of her 42 foot Tartan sailboat Receta (translated as recipe in Spanish) to prepare dishes with locally available products.  We see the islands through the eyes of liveaboards who focus their experience on the combination of sailing and learning about life on the islands.





A great read, especially as we enter into cold weather months in the northern U.S., and so many of us start dreaming of heading off into the Caribbean sunset.  And why title it An Embarrassment of Mangoes? When the pair arrived in St. Georges, Granada, mangoes were in season and available in such abundance that the author described it an “embarrassment” for the outrageous abundance of the delicacy consider exotic in northern climates.
